breadcrumb-like texture. Do not overwork it:  
the result should be a bit lumpy

ˈ Add in the raw sugar and sprinkle the crumb mixture  
over the fruit until completely covered.

ˈ Bake for 35-45 minutes or until golden brown, and the fruit is tender. 
 Leave to cool for 5 minutes. 

ˈ You can serve the crumble topped with ice cream or whipped cream. 
ˈ Tip: To add an extra element of flavour and texture, oats, almonds,  

nuts or cinnamon can be added to the crumble mix.
